Volunteers who complete the basic Citrus County Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) training course are issued an emergency kit.  The kit could be in the form of a backpack or satchel.  This kit contains “basic” equipment that individuals will need if they are called upon to perform their CERT duties.  


Over the years, CERT members have determined that volunteers might want to consider adding “additional” equipment items to their kits (at their own expense).  Thus, this listing was comprised.  It is broken down into 3 sections:  Section I.  Standard Issue; Section II.  Operational Items; Section III.  Personal Items.  


Keep in mind that an emergency situation for which CERT is activated in our county COULD require volunteers to be out of doors for extended periods of time.
